The Faculty of Veterinary Science is split over two locations. The Pre-Clinical site is located at Flemington Rd in Parkville and the Clinical site is located on the Princes Hwy in Werribee. Undergraduates are required to attend the Parkville site for the first two years of their course and the Werribee campus for their final two years.

Subsequently there are two Veterinary Science Branch libraries- one at each location. The materials housed at each site are tailored to the teaching which occurs at each site. However, material is moved and made available between the two sites as priorities change.

Collection Statement

The Library undertakes to purchase all undergraduate prescribed texts and recommended reading titles, and materials identified for Masters by coursework programs. Research level materials are selected in conjunction with members of the academic staff, and from recommendations from students and key library staff. 

 The Veterinary Science collection comprises monographs, journals, textbooks, dictionaries, encyclopedias, proceedings of conferences and symposia.  All these materials are collected and are provided in whatever format is deemed the most suitable e.g. print, audio-visual and electronic. 

The Collection is principally housed in the two sites of the Veterinary Branch Library at Werribee and Parkville. Other material of importance to veterinary science is also found in the Biomedical and Land and Food Libraries. There is, of necessity, some duplication between these collections as subject areas do overlap, and the distance between the various centres of teaching and research precludes a single location for the Library’s collections.

Serials are extremely important, with about 88% of the annual book-vote allocation being spent on serial subscriptions, a number of which are in electronic format.   Access to many other relevant science journals is possible via the Library’s electronic gateway.  Monographs, CD-ROMS and DVD’s are also important in the collection.

No languages are excluded, but the primary language in veterinary science is English, and very little is collected in any other language.

Strengths / Intentions

Veterinary Science has maintained a good acquisition level in subjects relating specifically to veterinary science. In addition, more general medical material in these subject areas is required to support the research areas of the Faculty. Areas of the collection that are particularly important include parasitology, pathology, microbiology and bacteriology.

The collection is strong in material relating to specific animals: horses, dogs, cats, cattle and poultry.
The Library continues to monitor changes in teaching and research needs, and will build in areas where there is little or no coverage. Areas that do need to continue to be developed include animal welfare, birds, swine, and exotic animals.
A substantial amount of the Veterinary material is published overseas, particularly in Britain and North America. The Library understands that Australian material is often more relevant and seeks to purchase this material when it is found to be available.

Material not generally collected

All formats are considered. Material is acquired in the formats available, and of most use to the teaching and research needs.
