Collection Statement

The Lenton Parr Music, Visual and Performing Arts Library provides an academic, artistic and cultural resource that is significant in the music, visual, performing and digital media arts in Victoria, and one which makes a significant contribution to national holdings in these subject areas.  The Film and TV collection has been developed from a number of library collections including the former Swinburne Institute of Technology Film and TV School and the Victorian College of the Arts.
The School of Film &Television is enrolling a much larger percentage of students in postgraduate courses including doctoral study and research programs. The Lenton Parr Library is aware of its responsibility to develop specialist postgraduate level resources where these information sources are not held in the University of Melbourne, State Library of Victoria, or other academic libraries in Melbourne and where access cannot be arranged through online delivery.

Undergraduate - The general policy for this discipline is to collect at undergraduate level, with the intention of as broad a coverage as resources allow.

The Library undertakes to purchase all undergraduate prescribed texts, recommended reading titles, and required films on DVD.   Multiple copies are purchased on a needs basis.  To facilitate access to the collection, electronic versions of texts will be acquired where available.

Postgraduate - The general policy for this discipline is to collect to research level in all relevant formats, in the areas of film narrative, scriptwriting, animation, documentary, postproduction & visual effects, and film production, with the intention of as comprehensive a coverage as resources allow. Research level is defined as one where independent research with the published sources can be pursued.

The Library undertakes to purchase materials (books, journals, dvds and electronic resources) identified for Masters by coursework programs. Research level materials are selected in conjunction with members of the academic staff, and from recommendations from students and key library staff.  

The Lenton Parr Library is seeking to collect films, in the relevant format, made/produced/directed by VCAM Film & Television graduates.

Special Collections 
Swinburne/VCA/VCAM Graduate film collection
This collection includes graduate films in video format from the School of FTV precursor institution - the Swinburne Institute of Technology, Film and TV School - and more recently, the graduate films of the Victorian College of the Arts and the Faculty of VCAM in video and DVD format.  These are catalogued and accessible via the catalogue.

Thesis Collection
Most theses produced from the School of Film and TV, Victorian College of the Arts are held in the collection.  Theses from other institutions relating to research topics are also held.

The Library requires equipment and software for all non print formats selected for purchase. Consideration of new formats and equipment for the collection is to be made as the need arises.

Languages

English language publications are usually selected for monograph acquisitions although some important books and music works are acquired in other European or Asian languages, especially major exhibition catalogues. 
Films are preferred in the original language with subtitles when purchased on DVD or videotape.

Where a direct translation of a core reading text into a foreign language is commercially available and the item may assist those International students whose native tongue is not English, the library will consider buying the item. 

Serials

Journals are selected on the recommendation of academic staff and Library staff. Subscriptions are reviewed annually. New material is generally acquired on a ‘cost neutral’ basis. 


Print journals are subscribed to where there is no electronic version, or where the current issue/s are under embargo and the title is deemed significant enough to require access to the current issue/s.

Location of the collection

The Film & Television collection is housed in the Lenton Parr Music, Visual and Performing Arts Library, Southbank Campus.

There is relevant material held in collections at the Parkville campus including the Eastern Resource Centre (supporting the Faculty of Education, and Media Collections), the Louise Hanson-Dyer Music Library (3rd floor Baillieu Library) and the Baillieu Library (supporting the Faculty of the Arts). 
Other branches of the University of Melbourne Library may be of interest to 
FTV students and staff. 

Students and staff are able to request most items from branches at other campuses on Inter Campus Loan for delivery to the Lenton Parr Library.  Additional collections are accessible through the Bonus+ service. 
They are also able to access the CAVAL Reciprocal Borrowing Scheme, that allows loans from Victorian University Libraries.

An additional scheme University Library Australia offers loans and access to Australian universities across all states and territories, if staff and students are living or working interstate.

Staff, postgraduate students and honours students are eligible for the Inter-Library Loan service. 

Collection strengths 

Information resources on film and television, the history of cinema - including works on directors, actors and other film professionals, and technical aspects of film making – scriptwriting, directing, animation, photography - are held in the collection. 
The Library is developing a significant collection of feature films and documentaries on DVD.  Selection for these is made from current film journals and academic and student recommendation.

The library also has an expanding range of modern screen plays and will continue to add to this collection. 

Areas needing enrichment

Asian, Indian and Middle Eastern film, and animation coverage is being developed and are areas that have been identified as needing enrichment.

Materials not Generally Collected

Blockbuster films, unless of significance, ie directed by a VCAM FTV graduate, or include cutting edge technology and effects (eg animated films). The library does not acquire laser discs, computer games, MP3 files, slides, film reels (8mm, 16mm, 35mm) audio reel-to-reel, audio cassette tapes, 78 rpm or vinyl sound recordings, mini-discs or computer software.
