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The Education Collection services the information, research and teaching needs of the Melbourne Graduate School of Education http://www.edfac.unimelb.edu.au/.

In late 2007, the Faculty of Education was launched as the Melbourne Graduate School of Education in direct response to the University’s new Melbourne Model  and the move to a purely graduate model of education. 

In response to this shift, the Education Collection Policy aims to support  Research, including  professional level qualifications offered by the new Master of Teaching. 

The new Master of Teaching replaces the undergraduate courses in education, which have no further intake. It is a 2-year professional qualification targeting graduates from all disciplines wishing to become teachers through 3 streams: 

· Master of Teaching (Early Childhood),

· Master of Teaching (Primary)

· Master of Teaching (Secondary) 

In addition to the professional level qualification offered by the Master of Teaching , a variety of Graduate courses in Education including  Masters, Postgraduate Certificate, PhD will be offered.
Target users

· Graduate students, postgraduate and higher degree courses.
· Undergraduate students enrolled in New Generation Courses completing one of 13 Breadth subject in Education.

· Undergraduates enrolled in teacher education courses prior to 2008 (being taught out); Graduate students enrolled in Master of Teaching, Graduates undertaking higher degrees in  Master and Doctor of Education Programs, and academic staff. 

The Breadth subjects offered by Education fall within the following sub areas:

· Creativity, young people and learning (of interest to students undertaking majors in creative or performing arts considering a future in early childhood or primary education)

· Creativity and learning Communities(of interest to students enrolled in music, performing arts , fine arts literature and cultural studies majors)

· Understanding Knowledge( explores nature of knowledge and learning of interest to students studying sociology, politics, history and philosophy)

· Youth Citizenship and Identity ( special interest to students majoring in social sciences, cultural studies, gender and media communication)

· Sports Coaching: Theory and Practice   aims to introduce students theory of sports and coaching and enable the development of personal and interpersonal skills including leadership , organizational and communication skills.

· Deafness and Communication explore deafness from a wide range of social, cultural and technological perspectives. Investigates the impact of deafness on communication, literacy, social development, access and equity, and also consider how technology impacts on the lives of people who are deaf. A brief introduction to sign language will also be included.

Collection Statement
The Library undertakes to purchase all prescribed texts and recommended reading titles in Master of Teaching, and materials identified for Masters by coursework programs. Research level materials are selected in conjunction with members of the academic staff, and from recommendations from students and key library staff. Material is selected to support Breadth subjects offered by the Graduate School of Education.
Multiple copies are acquired where student numbers and  loans usage figures create the demand.  Electronic versions of texts will be acquired where possible to facilitate access to the collection.
The main emphasis is on teaching in Australia with stronger emphasis on Victorian education. Materials from other states are collected if considered to be of prime significance. Key texts, publications on curriculum and other educational systems throughout the world are collected for comparative purposes.
The Library actively seeks to acquire copies of all materials produced by the Melbourne Graduate School of Education.
Special Collections

Award Winning Children’s Literature Collection

This collection comprises award-winning children’s books from Australia, United Kingdom and the United States and complements the working collection of modern juvenile fiction and picture books. Multiple copies of award winners are purchased for circulation and for  the  historical collection housed in reference.

Children’s Literature Collection

This is a working collection containing modern children’s books including juvenile fiction and picture storybooks. This collection should consist of a core collection  of representative materials currently read by children. These collections are used in conjunction with the Dewey classification area of 372.6 language and literature for preschool and primary school levels.

Media Collection

This is a working collection.  Much of the media collection used to support the teaching of education falls outside the Dewey range for education 370-379. Material is acquired to assist students and teachers in curriculum design and for lesson planning. Samples are acquired for intending teachers to become familiar with formats and materials used in schools. Formats collected include: DVDs, models, pictures, kits, CDs , CD-ROMs, games.

Materials are selected on the basis that there is the equipment/hardware in the library to play these items.
Text Book Collection

This collection consists of a current working collection of juvenile books and guides, with an emphasis on texts used in schools. It is intended to support and supplement teaching programmes in the School and to provide a resource for students on teaching rounds. Materials are classified by specific subject rather then under education , e.g mathematics text books under 510.
Theses 
Theses produced in the School including Bachelor of Education investigations, honours, masters and some PhD theses are housed in closed access (stack).

Historical Texts

A significant number of historical texts in education including school readers, publications from the former Melbourne State College, government reports, and faculty reports are housed in closed access (stack)

Formats

With the exception of Psychological tests deemed as restricted to professional use and slides, no format is excluded from purchase. Material in  the Media collection is selected on the basis that there is the equipment/hardware in the library to play these items 

The literature of education comprises monographs, journals, textbooks, dictionaries, encyclopedias, proceedings of conferences and symposia, theses, reports, monographs in series, indexing and abstracting resources. All of these materials are collected  in whatever format is deemed the most suitable e.g. print, electronic. Material to support teacher training  is also acquired. Here, the reliance is heavily on the media collections which include, DVDs, off air recordings, video, kits and pictures.

Approval Plans

There are currently three approval plans set up for Education. 

· DA Books supplies material in the 370s Dewey classification published by mainstream education publishers from the United States, the United Kingdom, and a strong emphasis on Australia and New Zealand.
· Ward Sagar supplies new junior non fiction material at primary and secondary level.

· The Little Book Room supplies children’s fiction, including award winning titles.
Coverage of the Collection

Whilst the primary source of interest covers the Dewey ranges of 370-379, significant areas include 150-158 (Psychology) , 300s (Social Science ) and 658s (Training and Development).

Language of the Collection   

There is no restriction on the purchase of foreign language material although the collection is predominantly English language. Some foreign language material is acquired to support the teaching of languages other than English.

Journals

Journals are selected on the recommendation of academic staff and library staff. The Melbourne Graduate School of Education Library User Group endorses the selected items. Journals are reviewed annually. New material is generally acquired on a “cost neutral” basis. Where possible, electronic subscriptions are preferred.  

Electronic  Subscriptions

Super Search is the University’s electronic gateway to over 60,000   electronic resources including subscription databases, and electronic journals. The library seeks to subscribe to the leading databases and full text resources  in Education both national and international.  Subscription databases include the A+ Education (Australian Education Index), ERIC , Education Complete (Proquest), Education Research Complete (Ebsco), Education Research Abstracts (Taylor and Francis).

Location of the Collection
The Education collection is housed in the Eastern Resource Centre. A number of low use items, including print  journals  available electronically, are housed in the Dawson Street Store . These latter items are retrievable on request. There is some older uncatalogued material of historical significance housed in closed access (ERC stack).

There is relevant material in the Giblin Economics Library (organizational change, leadership, training and development, human resource management) and in the Baillieu Library ( psychology, social science).
