Collection Statement
The Library undertakes to purchase all undergraduate prescribed texts and recommended reading titles, and materials identified for Masters by coursework programs. The majority of research level material is selected by library staff, who maintain awareness of the teaching and research needs of the Faculty. Recommendations are also received academic staff and students. 

The Brownless Biomedical Library collection comprises monographs, journals, textbooks, dictionaries, encyclopedias, proceedings of conferences, and symposia. The library holds a small collection of videos, slides and audio tapes and computer programs with special relevance to medical and related areas.  

English is the predominant language of Medicine Dentistry and Health Sciences literature and the material collected reflects this.  
Currency of material is vital to this subject area as rapid and continuing developments in the field mean texts quickly become obsolete. The curriculum is also changing rapidly to accommodate new trends and developments.

Journals are reviewed each year to allow for changes which best reflect the current teaching and research needs. Access to large databases such as Medline, ScienceDirect, Web of Science, Cochrane Library, Biosis Previews, and Scopus is provided. Electronic books have been selected to meet the teaching requirements of the Faculty, including Access Medicine, MD Consult and Books@Ovid.
 The collections for Medicine, Dentistry and Health Sciences are housed mainly in the Brownless Biomedical Library. There is some older card catalogue material in the basement book collection and within the closed access collection. Rare books are housed in Special Collections in the Baillieu Library. Materials which support social work and psychology are housed in the Baillieu Library and Education Resource Centre. The Veterinary Science Library also houses material of interest to the Faculty of Medicine, Dentistry and Health Sciences.
